I just finished reading a remarkable book by a Southern Baptist preacher named Don Piper, entitled, “90 Minutes in Heaven.” In this recently best-selling autobiography he gives an amazing account of being killed in a horrific car accident and how God brought him back to life again. Prompted by the Holy Spirit, another preacher, coming upon the scene, felt compelled to pray for Piper, even though medics had given up rescue efforts.    Our fourteen passenger used van with a wheelchair lift was donated to us several years ago. It has provided hundreds of miles of transportation for H*VMI ministries, especially for Handi*Camp and Bible clubbers. Now the van is coughing, sputtering, choking, stalling, breaking down, and limping along.

   The poor thing is dying. With lots of prayer that it will even start each time we turn the key, we press on – driving camp staff from one camp site to the next; filling it with happy campers each summer en route to a camp field trip, maybe to a baseball game or to the Ocean City boardwalk, and picking up Bible clubbers in need of a ride throughout the winter months to H*VMI Bible clubs at our Akron ministry center, or at the Philadelphia and South Jersey locations.

   Recently, two of our single H*VMI women were en route in the van from Lancaster County to teach a Bible club at a residential facility for people in wheel chairs in Glassboro, NJ. Along the way, they were to pick up a young woman who looks forward to this event each month. It gives her a night out from the nursing facility that, at age 39, she calls “home.” Here’s their story.

   “Before we left, we made sure, as always, that we were carrying extra oil, coolant and antifreeze. As we started down the road, we had to laugh because the wind coming in the passenger side door was very loud. The window does not seal well so there is a constant breeze – not too cozy in the winter. We traveled to the home of one of our campers who used a wheelchair. When we stopped for her, we noticed smoke coming from the engine. It wasn’t too bad, and we were able to get started again. The van was smoking when we got the Bible club location. On our way there, my co-worker and I quietly talked about what we would do if the van ever caught fire. It would be difficult for the camper to hear us anyway because the van is so noisy!) We thought about how we would manage to get Louise out quickly because she was strapped in place. We prayed! When we finally got to the Bible study, the lift wouldn’t work. Two other co-workers stayed outside in the COLD trying to get it to work. Praise God – they got it working. After the Bible study, we got Louise safely home and the lift worked once again to get her out of the van. We traveled home in the noisy van, thanking  the Lord for no fire and that the lift worked one more time.”
   Our van has been in the shop more times than we care to tally. We’ve trusted the Lord to keep everyone who drives and occupies it safe and He’s done so. Now, we’re trusting him to help us buy another one – new or used so we can continue to use it to minister to our friends with disabilities.
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   Thank you for considering this special need for the H*VMI van ministry.

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 HEALTH BENEFITS OF FISH OILS

   Recently someone asked me a question about Omega-3 fatty acids and fish oils.  After slogging through several studies, I still don’t feel I am an expert on this subject.  

   The American Heart Association’s dietary guidelines recommend that healthy adults eat at least two servings of fish per week, such as mackerel, lake trout, herring, sardines, albacore tuna, and salmon to help prevent cardiovascular disease (CVD).

   These fish contain two omega-3 fatty acids:  eicosapentaenoic and docosahexaenoic acids also known as EPA and DHA.  A third acid, alpha-linolenic acid, ALA, comes from soybeans, canola, walnut and flaxseed and oils made from those beans, nuts, and seeds.

   Depending on their stage of life, consumers need to be aware of the benefits and risks of eating fish.  Children and pregnant and nursing women may be at increased risk of

exposure to excessive mercury from fish, but are generally at low risk for CVD.  Avoiding potentially contaminated fish is a higher priority for them. For middle-aged and older men, and postmenopausal women, the benefits of eating fish far outweigh the risks within the established guidelines. Research has shown omega-3 fatty acids:  Decreased risk of sudden death and arrhythmia, decreased thrombosis (blood clot), decreased triglyceride levels, decreased growth of atherosclerotic plaque, improved arterial health, and lowered blood pressure.  It has 

been found helpful in the treatment of inflammatory diseases such as arthritis and lupus, kidney disorders, Crohn’s disease, breast, prostate, and colon cancer, diabetes, stroke, migraine headaches, asthma, and psoriasis.  

   Americans are sadly lacking in DHA.  DHA is the building block of human brain tissue and is abundant in the grey matter of the brain and the retina.  Low levels have been linked to low brain serotonin levels which are connected to an increased tendency to depression, suicide, and violence.  

   You can take your fish oil in liquid or capsules, but don’t exceed the suggested dosage. The capsules have been tested for toxins, and some come enteric-coated so you don’t get that after-taste.  They are absorbed from the small intestine. Fish oils can be oxidized by free radicals, so you also need to take Vitamin E (an antioxidant) with them.  The total optimal daily intake of EPA and DHA is 300-400 mg a day. If you are taking Plavix or blood thinners, too much fish oil can cause bleeding. If you eat your fruits and vegetables and add two fish meals a week, hard telling how good you will soon feel!
