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   Much of my thinking and conversation these days is taken up with our transition and move to Sicklerville next month. Change is hard for almost all of us, Darbys included. At best, I would describe my feelings as mixed and the change as bittersweet. While there is certainly significant excitement about the new opportunities in a new ministry, there is also a good deal of sadness and grieving in leaving the church family we’ve loved and been a part of for 17 years. Over these years, we’ve seen a lot and grown a lot. Our kids have gone all through school and certainly consider Elmer as home – probably always will. I greatly appreciate all of you and everything you’ve done for the Darby family. Elmer church has been “family” to us and amazingly good at appreciating their pastor. I greatly appreciate all the love, care, and support you’ve always shown me from day one.

   Seeing so many of you come to faith in Christ, grow to maturity in that faith, and be dedicated to service in ministry for the sake of His Kingdom has been a huge blessing and encouragement to me. Watching your kids grow up though the youth groups and go on to marriage and families has been especially precious. I will always remember the opportunity afforded me to serve in Elmer as a wonderful gift from the Lord. From the start I’ve felt that Elmer has been a great “match” for me theologically, culturally, missionally, and accordingly with my spiritual gifts or leadership style. I will always thank the Lord in all my remembrance of you in my prayers. I pray that the future of Elmer UMC will be as bright and rich as its past. After June 20th I will no longer be your pastor but I will always be your friend. I hope you extend the same grace and love to your new pastor as you’ve given me. Stay strong in your faith, united with one another, in love, and faithful in service to Christ’s kingdom. God bless you.

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HEALTHCARE Ministries
DEEP VEIN THROMBOSIS (DVT)

A DVT is a blood clot in a vein, usually in the lower leg. If a clot in a leg vein breaks loose, it can travel, and block a blood vessel in your lungs. This can cause breathing problems or even death.

   Risk factors for DVT include:  inactivity, being confined to bed or being paralyzed, and sitting for long periods of time as you would on a long airplane trip. It is routine to get up after surgery or at least turn from side to side and exercise your legs.

   Dehydration increases the risk because it makes the blood thicker and slows circulation.

   If you develop a DVT, you will probably have pain or tenderness and swelling in one of your legs. The area may look purple or red and feel warm to the touch. The vein may feel hard. You need to check in with your doctor about this.  It can be diagnosed by using an ultrasound or other tests.

   Some people have no symptoms until the clot moves from the leg to the lungs. This will cause

chest pain and shortness of breath and is an emergency.  

   The DVT can be treated with blood thinning medications. Other treatments include warm, moist

compresses and special stockings. Elevate your legs for short periods of time to help reduce swelling. If you are taking Coumadin, take it as directed and get your blood checked regularly so your blood will not get too thin.

   Prevention includes: Avoid long periods of inactivity. If you are on a car trip, stop and walk

around about every hour or so, walk even on a plane flight. Drink plenty of no caffeinated fluid to prevent dehydration. Wear special support stockings. If you are at high risk for DVT don’t take hormones such as estrogen. Birth-control drugs can cause blood clots also. Lose weight and don’t smoke.
