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   If you haven’t noticed, I like sitting on the front porch.  If you live in town it can be a valuable place for ministry.  I prefer a porch that is not screened in because it is welcoming.  The porch provides a place for strangers to intercede in my life in a non threatening way.  They can just say hi from the side walk, they can stop for a moment to talk in more depth about the weather or something else, or they can sit down and have a longer conversation.  

   Leonard Sweet, in the Gospel according to Starbucks, says Starbucks, or one of our more local coffee shops, has become the front porch of the United States.  It’s a place where you can stop and talk if you want, or you can at least feel that the invitation is open if you wanted to stop and talk.  

   There is a current emphasis among church growth specialists to get people out of the building and to meet new people where they are.  The reminder is that evangelism is not getting people to church.  It is getting church people into the lives of non believers.  Jesus called us to go and make disciples in Jerusalem (where you are now) Judea (the surrounding country side) Samaria (where the strangers are) and to the ends of the world.  Our call is to move outward from our comfort areas.  

   So what and where are we called to be a witness?  How about where you work or go to school?   Some people see others daily at the school bus stop.  Do you eat lunch in a cafeteria? Why not sit at a different table and eat with Samaritans.  Maybe it is at the coffee shop.  My brother used to conduct his business at the coffee pot in 7-11.  Everyone he needed to talk to stopped there every morning.  Another great resource for our church is the Hangar.  Currently it is being under utilized, but it does have a lot of potential.  It is a school bus stop.  It sits right on the streets with big windows for accessibility.  Hundreds of people pass it each day.  Peggy Canale has been working with a few people from church to schedule new and different things at the Hangar.

   Whether it’s the Hangar or somewhere else in your life, take advantage of the places you have to engage others.  Say hi and make yourself available to talk.  Most importantly be sure to spend most of your time listening.  The more you listen the more you develop the opportunities to share.  Often our greatest witness is not what we say, but how we listen.  Be a good listener.  Be patient and eventually you will have opportunities to tell others what God is doing in your life.

   So why do we need Church?  Church is the place where we can practice sharing about God and us.  It is a place to grow in our relationship with God and where we plug into the power of God through others and the presence of the Holy Spirit.  Let’s get plugged in so we can be a source of power for the world.  And the next time you see someone sitting on their front porch, be sure to stop and say hi.

Both of them were electrical/electronic engineers who committed their lives to the Lord during Hurricane Andrew in 1992 and soon they received the fullness of the Holy Spirit.

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PHARYNGITIS

   Pharyngitis is often simply referred to as a sore throat, an inflammation of the pharynx, the portion of the throat that lies just beyond the back of the roof of the mouth and stretches to the Adam’s apple pharynx). It usually occurs when viruses or sometimes bacteria from a cold, flu, or sinus infection involve the throat.  A sore throat is very common but rarely serious. Most cases clear up on their own after three to ten days, requiring only pain relievers to ease the discomfort.  Sometimes tissues may swell and obstruct breathing. This is life threatening.

   The most common symptoms are: sore or red, raw throat, difficulty speaking or swallowing, tender, swollen lymph nodes in the neck, fever, headache, and earache.

   The symptoms can be treated with nonprescription pain relievers. Gargling with ½ teaspoon of salt in a glass of warm water, or using antiseptic lozenges and sprays may provide temporary relief.  Drink plenty of fluids and use aspirin, acetaminophen, or Ibuprofen.

   If strep throat is suspected, the doctor may take a swab from the back of the throat and test it. Most pharyngitis is caused by the same viruses that cause the common cold, but if it is caused by bacteria you will need antibiotics.  Pharyngitis due to bacteria can cause: persistent inflammation, infection, and enlargement of the tonsils, pus within folds of the tonsils, and abscesses in the tissues to the side of the pharynx. Pharyngitis due to streptococci can cause rheumatic fever and damage to the heart valves, or a life-threatening infection in the tissues, or in the bloodstream. If the diagnosis is strep throat, it is important to continue the antibiotics for at least ten to fourteen days, even if the symptoms subside, to be sure that all of the bacteria are eliminated.

   Persistent pharyngitis caused by exposure to toxic fumes, air pollution, or industrial chemicals

is treated by reducing or eliminating exposure to the noxious agents.  See your physician if you have any questions, since a sore throat can be a symptom of other diseases.

Note* It is time to get your flu shots again.

Note* Since the last time I wrote about CPR it has been changed to do only compressions--not breaths in adults. You would still do breaths for a child CPR.
