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Greetings,

   A week ago I mentioned six marks of a disciple as stated by Michael Foss.  They included:  PRAY daily, WORSHIP weekly, READ the Bible, SERVE beyond your local church, be in RELATIONSHIP to encourage spiritual growth in others, and GIVE of time, talents and resources. Paul tells us the gifts we have been given are “so that the body of Christ may be built up” and we may become mature, attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of Christ” (Ephesians 4:12-13).  When we use all that we are and have, we reach fullness. This is when we become at peace with ourselves and those around us, able to live in love and to grow together.  Just as the group I had dinner with all differed, so we in the church are all different for the purpose of blessing each other.  When we put our individual parts together we grow and the world around us grows in our unity.    

   I am impressed at seeing individuals growing in Christ and all of us growing together in the unity of Christ. It is really happening in little ways each and every day. Let’s work at this growing through our services as God has gifted each of us to serve. And the Grace of the Lord Jesus Christ will be with us all.

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HOME ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH RISKS--CARBON MONOXIDE

   Carbon Monoxide is a tasteless, odorless gas which is produced as a bi-product of combustion when any type of fuel is incompletely burned.  Any appliance or vehicle that burns gasoline, kerosene, propane, oil, wood, or charcoal creates carbon monoxide.

   Sources of Carbon Monoxide (CO) exposure in homes include gas, oil, or propane furnaces, space heaters, hot water heaters, gas clothes dryers, stoves, and wood burning fireplaces.

   Tobacco smoke is a major source of indoor carbon monoxide exposure. Common causes of death include using gas or charcoal grills indoors for heating or cooking, or using generators in closed garages and basements during a power outage. 

   Factors that influence how a body will be affected by CO include the exposure dose, the timing of exposure, the metabolic rate, level of activity, other health conditions, and age.

   CO binds to hemoglobin and displaces the oxygen in your body.  Some neurological symptoms include:  fatigue, headache, confusion, dizziness, impaired judgment, poor concentration, memory loss, and impaired cognition. High levels of exposure can cause loss of consciousness, coma, and death.  Cardio-vascular symptoms are due to low oxygen levels: arrhythmias, angina, decreased tolerance of exercise, and cardiac arrest. 

   Prevention is the most important way to reduce risks from CO. Homes and garages that have a source of carbon monoxide need a working carbon monoxide detector on each floor. Do pre-ventive maintenance checks on the home-heating system and fireplace or wood burning stove. Be sure that appliances like dryers have a venting system in place so the exhaust can reach the outside of the building.  Be sure not to idle your car in the garage because the CO that comes out of the tail pipe often goes into the attached rooms or the rooms above the garage.  I personally know of a couple who got groceries on the way home from work, unloaded the car, and forgot to turn off the motor. They died during the night. You can also die from running the motor to keep warm while you have backed up into a snow-drift and the exhaust goes into the car.  Some cars have broken exhaust systems that can cause you to fall asleep while driving.

   During power outages, avoid running un-vented kerosene space heaters, gas or charcoal grills, and generators in any part of the home including the basement, car-port, garage, and porch. These appliances need to be far enough from the house to prevent fumes coming inside.

[image: image17.wmf]FALL ALERT: MOTORISTS URGED TO BE CAUTIOUS FOR DEER ON ROADS

   TRENTON - The Department of Environmental Protection's Division of Fish and Wildlife is urging motorists to be on the alert for white-tailed deer on the roadways with the arrival of the fall breeding season, especially during the morning and evening commutes when visibility may be poor and deer activity is likely to be higher.

   "White-tailed deer become most active and unpredictable during the annual fall rut," said Division of Fish and Wildlife Director David Chanda. "At this time of year, deer are much more likely to dart into roadways without warning. Drivers need to be extra alert to avoid collisions that could result in serious injuries or even death."

   Deer movements related to the rut are beginning now and will pick up in the coming weeks. Studies indicate that the peak of the mating season in New Jersey occurs during the first three weeks of November in northern counties and during the last three weeks in southern counties. Breeding can continue well into December in both regions.

   Triggered by shorter days and cooler weather, deer disperse and move around considerably as they search for mates. Deer behavior is likely to be sudden and unpredictable.

In many instances, deer will wander closer to and onto roadways. They may suddenly stop in the middle of a road, crossing and even re-crossing it. The danger is particularly pronounced at dawn and dusk when many people are commuting to and from work. Visibility resulting from low light or sun glare may be difficult during these times.

   Commuters should be esecially alert and drive with additional caution when daylight saving time ends on Nov. 6. Normal driver commuting times will more closely align with peak deer activity periods after this time.

   The DEP offers the following tips to help motorists stay safe:

* If you spot a deer, slow down and pay attention to possible sudden movement. If the deer doesn't move, don't go around it. Wait for the deer to pass and the road is clear.

* Pay attention to "Deer Crossing" signs. They are there for a reason. Slow down when traveling through areas known to have a high concentration of deer so you will have ample time to stop if necessary.

* If you are traveling after dark, use high beams when there is no oncoming traffic. High beams will be reflected by the eyes of deer on or near roads.

* If you see one deer, be on guard: others may be in the area. Deer typically move in family groups at this time of year and cross roads single-file.

* Don't tailgate. Remember: the driver in front of you might have to stop suddenly to avoid hitting a deer. 

* Always wear a seatbelt, as required by law. Drive at a safe and sensible speed, taking into account weather, available lighting, traffic, curves and other road conditions. 

* If a collision appears inevitable, do not swerve to avoid impact. The deer may counter-maneuver suddenly. Brake firmly, but stay in your lane. Collisions are more likely to become fatal when a driver swerves to avoid a deer and instead collides with oncoming traffic or a fixed structure along the road. 

* Report any deer-vehicle collision to a local law enforcement agency immediately.
