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   In late 1974 and again in September 1975 I took trips that went through Richmond, Virginia.  These were not trips with strict itineraries.  I was sort of a lost soul wandering and seeking the guiding of the Holy Spirit, only I didn’t know to call it that at the time.  On the first trip I ended up in a basement at a young adult Bible Study.  There I had a revelation that all of the terrible things that had happened in my past led me to that place and that point in time for a reason that God knew and had been planning.  On the second trip I was back in Richmond in a park on the Boulevard, talking to a woman I had met on the first trip.  She shared a message similar to what Paul said to the Ephesians in Acts 19:1-6.  Yes, she said, I knew about Jesus and about repenting of my sins, what I didn’t get was the joy of the Lord in my heart.  Or as Paul put it, “Did you receive the Holy Spirit?”  I, like the Ephesians, didn’t know about the Holy Spirit.  

   When we live without the Holy Spirit, or deny the power of the Holy Spirit in our lives, we miss an important point of our faith.  We are acting out our faith, without the power to fully live our faith.  The Holy Spirit guides us, leads us, works to make us new people, heals, teaches, gives wisdom, equips us for ministry and gives us peace, joy and hope beyond our earthly circumstances.

 My Christian upbringing first stressed the importance of my relationship with God the Father and creator of all that is.  That relationship was a little mysterious and scary.  Later I was challenged to grow in a personal relationship with Christ my Savior.  This relationship was more about love and forgiveness.  Finally I began getting to know the power person of God, the Holy Spirit.  The Holy Spirit is the source to help me rise above impossible circumstances.  The Holy Spirit brings fullness to our relationship with God and enables us to be productive in our faith journey.  

   Over the summer we have been indirectly studying about the Holy Spirit during worship as we have gone through the book of Acts.  Our Tuesday AM women’s Bible study is also studying a book on the Holy Spirit by Charles Stanley.  My hope was to conclude our studies in November with a weekend full of learning and experiencing the Holy Spirit.  This was to be done with a team from Aldersgate Renewal Ministries.  They are a wonderful group of Methodists seeking to get back in touch with the fullness of God through the Holy Spirit.  Unfortunately they do not have a group leader available the weekend we chose, and our church calendar is too full to fit in another weekend.

Since the time is scheduled on the calendar and we have already started studying, we are planning a modified weekend on November 5 and 6.  Central to the weekend will be Saturday morning and evening.  In the morning we will have some time to share about the Holy Spirit.  I will lead this time.  Saturday night we will have a worship service of prayer, praise and healing.  On Sunday morning we have scheduled Jim Hughes to share in music, drama, and word from the life of the apostle John.  John walked with Jesus, outlived the events in the book of Acts, and gives us an amazing view of what is to come with the Lord.

I hope you will put aside time for this weekend of events and continue in our study of Acts on Sunday morning.   I look forward to how the Spirit will move among us in the coming months.

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HOME ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH RISKS - LEAD

   Maintaining the quality of indoor air in the home is the responsibility of the home owner and residents of the home. Household activities such as smoking, frequency and use of air fresheners, cleaning products, and pesticides can affect air pollution levels in residential air. One study found that 60% of elders ages sixty to ninety-five reported

using four or more household cleaners every day. The age and condition of the home can affect the quality of the inner air.  The Centers for Disease Control estimates that 70% of homes built before 1980 contain lead-based paint. Lead-based paint is a risk when it is peeling or chipped, or when remodeling is done.  The route of exposure is through oral ingestion and/or inhalation of paint dust or paint chips. It can be tracked in on shoes. It can also be found in old water pipes.

   Lead is a heavy metal that was used in many products such as gasoline and interior and exterior paint before it was phased out in the late 1970’s and 1980’s.  It was used in kitchens and bathrooms, for window and door trim, and on porches. 

   Lead is a neurotoxin and affects both the central and peripheral nervous system. Multiple studies have shown a direct effect of lead exposure on IQ, cognition, attention,

memory, learning disabilities, aggressive behavior, and delinquency.

   Children, and also the developing fetus, are especially susceptible to harm from exposure to lead because of their smaller size and immature neurological systems.

   Reducing risks from lead in the home:  Test for lead-based paint in dwellings built before 1978, regularly wipe down floors, windowsills, and other surfaces, use cold water for drinking and cooking in older homes, run water for two minutes before use, remove shoes before entering the home, be informed, request lead-safe housing, wash hands of young children frequently, test for blood levels of lead in young children, avoid sanding, scraping, or disturbing surfaces painted with lead-based paint, fix or paint over surfaces with peeling or chipping paint.
