Church Roof-needs to be insulated

Parsonage will need to be renovated:  Kitchen floor, powder room, and full bathroom.

This past summer, Blair housed the missionaries.  It was suggested that we could house them at 23 Church Street.

More discussion ensued about the church roof and it was decided that the insulation must be done before the last church sanctuary wall is done. (the wall that faces the parsonage driveway.)

The balance in the Solomon fund is about 61K now.

Beth moved and Dave Zeck seconded to file the treasurer’s report and be made a part of the minutes.

Blair said that we need prayer.  The only way to heal the church is to bath every program in prayer.

He said to pray for the answers.
