Chairman Hathaway called meeting to order, read from 2nd Peter Chapter 1: 3-11 and asked Dave Cooke to open meeting in prayer.  Members present:  Linda Amme, Tom Daly, Elaine Masters, Dave Cooke, Dave Zeck, Fritz Harz, Beth Timberman, and Blair Hathaway.

New Business

Discussed staff vacation requests, who gets notified and whether any part time coverage would be approved.  

Phone lines have crashed because of a space heater being used.  It is a fire hazard to use these.  

Peter’s Pantry

It has been proposed to move this to Verna Corather’s room.  Blair suggested the old choir room across the hall because it can be locked, has no window, and can be controlled better.  Some cabinets would have to be moved out.

Sanctuary Walls

Permits were obtained for electrical wiring.

Staff benefits (FICA and pension) were discussed.

Hangar

Signs were purchased without approval for the outside of the building.  They could have blown off and hurt someone.  They were not hung outside as they were not approved by the architect.  They will be put up inside the Hangar.  

Groups that use the Hangar should be signing in for insurance purposes.  We need to know all children’s names that are using the facility.  Some schools and groups have provided their insurance info.  Others have not and should not be allowed to use the Hangar.
