December 21st, 2010 Elmer United Methodist Board of Trustees Meeting   

President Blair Hathaway called the regular meeting of the Trustees to order at 7:05PM. Blair read from Jeremiah 33:14-16.  Dave Zeck opened in prayer.  All were recognized for attendance: Blair Hathaway, Dave Zeck, Dave Cooke, Elaine Masters, Fritz Harz, Beth Timberman, Linda Amme, and Pastor Dave.  The minutes of the November meeting were distributed.  Moved to approve by Linda and seconded by Elaine.

Financial Report

See Attached reports.  Linda said that the Quicken account should be adequate as most of the bills are in.  Motion to accept report was moved by Beth, and seconded by Dave Z.

The Trustees report was reviewed and Fritz moved and Beth seconded.

Old Business

The historical cabinet should be completed in two weeks. Ron will install shelves, lights and doors.  Location of the cabinet was discussed.  It was noted that the cabinet needs to be near an outlet.

Claire’s Memorial: Electric signage was priced and would cost about $6500 plus $1000 to install.  Discussed the style and all agreed that the look doesn’t fit the town or the church architecture.  Blair talked about doing a wall mount sign like the one in Cape May County Courthouse Methodist Church.  We would need to find out what the additional costs would be.  The town would have to approve it also.  Next month we hope to have pictures from the CMCH Methodist church sign to view.

Choir Chairs:  Blair found mahogany, upholstered, period chairs at a restaurant in North Jersey.  Each costs $45 a chair.  We would need about 25-30 chairs.  If they need reupholstering, Al Jo Voeckler and Linda could do that.  Linda moved and Beth seconded the purchase of the chairs.  All approved.  How to fund it was discussed and Pastor said that if they are bought with general funds then the Admin. Committee would have to approve before purchase.  It was decided that the Trustees Account would supply the funds.  Elaine offered to donate towards the purchase.

G. Ben Laury Memorial Fund-People donated in his memory for mats to be hung in the Hangar Gym.  A plaque will be made and placed near the walls in his honor/memory.

Linda updated the board that the court ordered the boy to pay for the broken window at the Hangar.

Awning/canopy over Disabled Entrance: Discussed need and what style would be best.

Sanctuary walls will be worked on in about three weeks, Dave Cooke said.

New Business

Bells in bell choir are breaking due to cold.  They are still under warranty. The special bell closet heater is not always on as it heats the whole room.  Purchase of a ceramic heater was suggested.  Will ask Todd to find out what temperature they recommend bell storage to be.

There being no further business to discuss, Fritz moved for adjournment and Beth seconded.   Pastor Dave closed in prayer.
