Treasurer’s Report

Solomon Campaign has over $50,000 left in account plus there is $15,000 in CDs with interest.  There is about $5000 left in general acct. after the bills and salaries are paid.

Old Business

Solomon Fund:  Discussed pipes for organ and potential cost of installing new pipes.  Pastor Dave said that the pipes would have to be discussed at Ad. Council.  Trustees discussed and this item has been put aside for now. 

Sign out front:  Blair spoke with Bill Hunt and Bill would like to dedicate a new sign in Claire’s memory.  Lorraine Berks will do the work and Dave Cooke will talk to her about the specifications.  Linda D. will find out what the town requires for signage. Dave C. suggested that the contact for any Trustee projects be placed in bulletin.

New Business:

Shed behind 23 Church Street needs to be replaced and well as storage area in one bay of garage.  Two 10X12 sheds could be purchased.  How much storage do we need?  Pastor Dave recommended that question go to Admin. Council for discussion.  

Weekend Cleanup: Tom recommended paying our youth to help with cleanup, mulching, planting flowers.  Also, there are people who need to do community service hours that we could have do planting and mulching.  Church Clean up day is Sat. April 2nd 8AM-12PM.

Pastor Dave said that Eric Zeidler, a Christian broadcaster wants to rent 2nd floor of 23 Church Street for his ministry.  Discussed potential needs.

Security Service: we chose Radar, not ASG.  Contract with Radar is null and void now.

Fire Inspector: He found ext. cords, which are not allowed.  May use power strips.

Chapel: electrical/heating being done by Laury Heating.  Cost not known at this time.  

Extra pews from Sr. Choir loft are not needed so Trustees have decided to sell the pews and will take this to Ad. Council.  May advertise on conference website.
